Dear Friends,
Greetings from Escuela Vida & Esperanza in Guatemala!  We are
excited to share with you the many ways our Heavenly Father is
at work in our lives and the lives of our students.  We are striving
to live each day in the love and grace of Jesus Christ as we declare
that the students, teachers, and our community belong to Him.
Escuela Vida & Esperanza is serving as a Light for Jesus Christ
in our community and in our country.  With the Mission Impact
short-term teams that come alongside and minister with us, we are
also touching many lives in North America.

We would like to take this opportunity to update all of our friends
and ministry partners with some recent news from our school. Our
enrollment of 250 students this year is a blessing from the Lord,
and we count each and every one of them as a God-given opportunity
to disciple and guide them in the ways of our Lord. Included in
this mailing is a  new DVD that gives you a “multi-media” update
from Vida & Esperanza.  Please take a few minutes and view what
God is doing here in Guatemala through your faithful support and
partnership.

Many people have been praying and asking about our building
expansion plans and timeframe. We would like to give you an
update as well as ask you for your continued prayers and support
for this project.  We also want to say a heart-felt “thank you” to
those who have already given generously to this campaign.

Over $40,000 has been raised to date for the purchase of additional
land. We need to raise the last amount to complete the first phase
of the project, which includes the buying of 200 square meters of
land, clearing the land of trees and vegetation, leveling the property
with fill dirt, and pouring 400 feet of concrete foundation for the
building. The cost for this is $12,500. We are almost there and the
Lord has provided in amazing ways! You could say that it has
been a miracle! His faithfulness continues to be a witness to His
purpose and vision for the future of Vida & Esperanza, for us as
teachers and to all of our students!

With our current enrollment, we have run out of classroom space
for music, art, wood and metal shop for the Jr. high students, Bible,
and English. Our desire also is to have a large meeting area on the
second floor where all of our students can be together at one time
under roof for chapel and special school and community activities.
The new building, when completed, will allow us to “grow the
vision” the Lord has given us to raise-up and disciple the youth
of Guatemala.

We have seen the Lord provide for this special project…
• An architect from the company Perkins and Will in Atlanta,
Georgia, has come to Guatemala with Mission Impact and has
taken personal interest in Vida & Esperanza. The company is
donating 160 hours to complete all the blueprint and layout plans.
